The wide, smooth pathway is likely accessible for those
using mobility devices and strollers. With lampposts
placed at regular intervals along the route, the trail is well
lit.O

The trail links[Crystol Red Park (20 Virginia Gardens)@dnd
Strawberry Creek Park (1260 Allston Way).[Along the way,
the trail also passes byBerkeley Way Mini-Park (1294
Berkeley Way). At its northern end, the trail connects to
the Ohlone Greenway. Follow the greenway north across
Cedar Street to reach Cedar Rose Park (1300 Rose
St).[Cedar Rose Park has a community garden and an
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amphitheater. Both Cedar Rose Park and Strawberry Creek
Park have restrooms and a variety of sports fields and courts.
All three parks have playgrounds and picnic areas.
